“Eric became a stalwart member of the SLT RC club after he 

joined us from Strings.  He would exhaust others half his age 
with tales of his activities during every day - before finishing off 
with one or even 2 games of squash. 
 

Typically he would walk from Mumbles to the university pool, 
have a swim,and return home, Maybe have a short knock in the 

morning,  to hone his skills, then return to his grandad duties, and he 
often posted pictures of them playing on the beach or swimming in the 
sea , before returning to play squash in the evening with various 
different groups of people - the Wackers on a Monday, Wendy on 
a Tuesday or  Friday  and sometimes two games a night one at 4 
another at 6!  - and then off metal detecting or out with his 
numerous friends for dinner - And this only stopped when he 
shot off to Cyprus for a break with his family (which still involved 
huge walks and swims keeping him in shape). 
 

My first meeting with Eric was by text over a ladder match 
which we couldn’t arrange due to our other 

commitments - then we bumped into each other in a 
hotel in Dublin, both playing in the Home Internationals explaining 
why we couldn’t play!  - on our return, he insisted we played our 
match in our matching Masters Welsh kit!!  He was so proud to 
represent Wales, sporting the kit and supporting all the team 

players on and off the court.  
 

He won many caps for Wales in O65, O70 and then O75’s and had them 
framed and presented to his children.  
 

When he joined us he started to play Masters tournaments both as part of the Masters 
teams in the Home Internationals and also as an individual - travelling the globe to 
play in the different Masters events. No one could keep up with him. And he would 
regale the other club members with his stories of these ‘tour’s and all 
the friends he was making in and around the squash world. 
 

He jokingly had ‘carers’ scattered over Europe who were 
delighted to have him in their company on tours for his 
humour, support and dancing skills - when in reality it was 
Eric who was caring and looking after us.   
 

Eric was always fun, sociable, smiling and never lost for words, 
he loved every minute in the club and was immensely popular sight on 
court and at the bar and will be sadly missed.”
